THIRD GRADE CLASSROOM POLICIES
MRS. DUNKIN
Welcome to third grade!  God has placed us together this year.  Let’s work together to do our best for your child and to give God the glory!  Please be sure to read your school handbook regarding RLS policies and procedures.  In addition to the handbook, I have a few classroom policies to share.

CHURCH & SUNDAY SCHOOL

*It is important to attend church and Sunday school to continue to grow in faith.  You are always welcome at our church!  Services are Saturdays at 5:30 and Sundays at 8:15 and 10:45.  Sunday school is at 9:30.

*Church and Sunday school attendance is taken every week.  We celebrate baptism birthdays at Chapel monthly.

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

*Regular attendance is important for your child’s success; but please don’t send him/her to school sick!
*If your child is tardy (not in the classroom before the bell rings), he/she must report to the office before coming into the classroom to get a tardy slip.
*If your child will be absent from school, please call the school office that morning and either send me a message on Fast Direct or come in and see me when he/she returns to school.  Then I will know if he/she has any medication to take, what things I need to watch, etc., and I can keep an eye out for similar symptoms in other children.

SCHOOL WORK

*Most schoolwork will be completed in class.  If it is not, it becomes homework.  There will be special assignments and projects that will be done at home.

*Homework, or any work not completed during class time, is due the following school day.  Late papers will have percentages taken off:

1 day late = 5% off


2 days late = 10% off


3 days late = 20% off


4 days late = “0” in the grade book, but the work must be turned in

*Students will be given four “homework tickets” per quarter that can be used to excuse late work penalties or obtain another copy of an assignment as needed.

*Please help your child by providing a quiet, well-lit place to work at home to work on homework.  Help your child take responsibility and do the work by giving help as needed, but by allowing him/her to do it him/herself.

*Communication folders must be taken home each day and then returned to school the following day.  Please help your child take out papers, look over the assignment sheet, and put any papers that need to be returned in the folder.

This is very important!
*Reading is so important!  Your child should practice reading each evening, both silently and aloud.  Set a goal that you are comfortable with, and be consistent.  We will be taking Accelerated Reader tests weekly over the reading story of the week and other AR books your child has read.
*Memory work will be due on Thursdays.  For the first three quarters, memory work will be recited.  For the fourth quarter, memory work will be written.  Check my page on the school website for the memory assignments.
GRADES

*Third grade uses the following grading scale for the core subjects:

*Graded papers with a grade of “D” or “F” must be corrected and returned.  Doing this will not change the grade, but it will help the student learn, and it will help me identify problems.  The papers may be done with parental help and are to be returned.
*Midterm and final grades are based on assignments and test scores.

*Grades will be posted on Fast Direct.  Please check them once in a while.

*Parent/Teacher conferences will be held after the first and third quarters.  However, I would be happy to meet with you any time during the year to discuss your child’s progress.
LUNCH/SNACK

*Hot lunch is served every day, or students may bring a packed lunch to school.  Milk is available daily.  All payments are handled through the office.

*We will have a morning snack each morning.  Please be sure your child has a healthy snack to eat.  NO CANDY.

*A small birthday treat for the class may be brought in to share.  Summer birthdays may pick a day to bring in treats, too, if desired.  Please talk to me in advance.

*I will be taking lunch count before 9:00, so please call the office if your child will be late due to an appointment that day.

DISCIPLINE

*In order to maintain an orderly, safe environment for everyone, classroom rules are:

1) Be a Christian – In all you think, say, and do, act as Jesus would!

2) Be Considerate – Raise your hand to talk, listen to others, and work quietly.

3) Be Polite – Remember your manners, take turns, and respect others.

4) Be Responsible – Listen to directions, turn work in on time, keep your desk and work area clean and tidy, and return things where you found them.

5) Be Safe – Walk in hallways and classrooms, keep hands and feet to yourself, and follow playground rules.

*In our classroom we have a system of helping the child keep track of behavior.  Our system uses green, yellow, red, and blue colors.  “Green” means good job, keep it up.  “Yellow” means watch out, warning.  “Red” means stop the behavior now, and the consequence is time out of recess.  “Blue” means a loss of all of recess time and I’ll contact the parent.  (Students that have time out of recess will spend that time walking so that he/she is still getting physical exercise.)

If there is a problem or issue at school, I will write a note and/or call you.  You should also contact me if there is a problem.  It is essential and in your child’s best interest that we keep our lines of communication open and see ourselves as partners in his/her Christian education.  I look forward to a great year!
